RULES AND NOMINATION FORM FOR RUNNING FOR A MOSA OFFICE:

1. You must be a member of MOSA.

2. Complete nomination form and submit a 4x6 photograph by March 1st, 2012. 

3. Remember to take the nominations form by your schools MOSA faculty advisor and the Director of your nursing program for their endorsement and signature. 

4. You may run for any office that is not currently being held by another student at your school. See nominations form for which school is ineligible for each office. EACH SCHOOL CAN ONLY HAVE 2 CANIDATES RUN FOR OFFICE.

5. You may also run in 3rd semester as long as you agree to serve the entire term after graduation, which would be March 2012- March 2013. 

6. You can set up your campaign area in the back of the auditorium beginning at 11:00 a.m. on Wednesday, March, 28. You may have to share tables depending on the number of candidates. You may hand out candy, flyers, stickers, make posters, etc. Please bring everything necessary for your campaign area as there will be no items available for this, including easels.

7. We do ask that no glitter be used, and remember to clean up any campaign flyers or stickers you put up any where in the convention center.

8. There will be a MOSA Candidate Forum in the Auditorium from 12:30-1:30 p.m. on Wednesday, March 28. The forum will provide each candidate an opportunity to speak for up to 2 minutes to introduce themselves to all MOSA members and tell them why YOU should be elected to the MOSA board. Voting times are on the convention agenda.

9. All candidates need too attend the MOSA business meeting on Thursday, March 29th beginning at 2:00 p.m. in room 110 A&B. The new officers of the MOSA Board will be announced and presented during the meeting. All newly elected candidates must attend the post-convention MOSA Board meeting in immediately following the convention. (3:00 – 4:00 P.M.; Place TBD).

10. The duties of each officer are listed in the current MOSA bylaws, available on the M-OADN website (www.moadn.org) by clicking on the MOSA link and selecting bylaws. You may also contact the current officer via email that is holding the office you are interested in for more information.

11. If elected you are expected to:
A. Attend the MOSA Post-Convention Board meeting on Thursday, March 29, 2012 at 3:00.

B. Attend ALL MOSA Board meetings. There is usually one the following summer, one in January before school starts, and one the day before the MOADN convention starts. There may be other times when a meeting is needed as well.

C. Attend the N-OADN Convention in New Orleans, LA, November 9-11, 2012. MOSA will reimburse you for all approved expenses.

D. Attend the 2013 M-OADN convention.

E. Abide by all the MOSA Board guidelines and procedures.

F. Be accountable to the MOSA advisors while representing the MOSA Board or carrying out any MOSA Board business.
