MOADN Awards:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Faculty Development Scholarship Award is for $1,000.00 and is to be granted to a person in a Masters educational program pursuing to teach in an ADN program. Criteria are on the application. A committee, made up of M-OADN members who do not have a connection with any of the applicants, will review the applications and make the selection. This award is granted in the late Fall of each year if possible. 

The Bobbie Anderson Scholarship Award is to be given to an AD Nursing student in the amount of $1,000.00. It is given and announced publically at the M-OADN annual meeting/convention in the spring of each year. The student will receive a plaque, along with the monetary award, during the awards ceremony.  Criteria are on the application.

The Outstanding Associate Degree Nursing Student Award is to be given to a selected AD Nursing student. It is given and announced publically at the M-OADN annual meeting/convention in the spring of each year. All student applicants will receive a certificate with the winner receiving a plaque or memento during the awards ceremony. Criteria for the Outstanding Associate Degree Nursing Student Award are on the application.  All Outstanding Associate Degree Nursing Student Award applicants receive a free year of M-OADN membership upon graduation and passage of NCLEX-RN®. M-OADN will select from all the Outstanding Associate Degree Nursing Student applicants for a MOSA $500.00 scholarship award. 

The Associate Degree Nursing Educator of the Year Award is to be given to a selected AD Nursing faculty. It is given and announced publically at the M-OADN annual meeting/convention in the spring of each year. All faculty applicants will receive a certificate with the winner receiving a plaque or memento during the awards ceremony. Criteria for the Nursing Educator of the Year Award are on the application. 

The Outstanding Nurse in Practice Award is to be given to a selected Associate Degree level nurse to recognize their outstanding care of patients and support of Associate Degree Nursing practice. It is given and announced publically at the M-OADN annual meeting/convention in the spring of each year. Schools of nursing should select a nurse in their community and ask them to be an applicant for this award and to attend convention if possible. There is no registration fee for the applicant. The school recommending the applicant should inform the chair of the awards if the applicant will be able to attend the event. All applicants will receive a certificate with the winner receiving a plaque or memento during the awards ceremony. Criteria for the Nurse in Practice Award are on the application.
