MOSA Spirit of the Community Award

Those schools wishing to submit an entry for the Spirit of the Community Award should adhere to the following criteria and guidelines:
1. The community activity should reflect an activity implemented by the School of Nursing.
2. Only one community activity should be submitted for this award.
3. Format and Content:
a.  An essay of 500 words or less which describes the community activity, the student’s involvement in the activity and the impact the activity had on the community.
b. Any press clippings or media materials pertaining to the activity.
c. Two letters from community leaders or recipients addressing the community activity and the impact of the activity on the community.
d. All materials should be placed in a 3-ring binder for submission.
4.  Spirit of the Community Award entries must be turned in to the MOSA Board by 11:00 AM on Wednesday, March 28, in Room 109 at the MUSE Center.
5. The school advisor and an officer from the participating school must be present to turn in the entry and sign the entry form.
6. Entries will be evaluated by a panel of judges with the decision of the judges being final.  
7. Entries will be evaluated based on the essay and supporting materials, visual presentation of the notebook, and evidence of degree of impact on the community.
8. The recipient of the Spirit of the Community Award will be announced at the MOSA Business Meeting on Thursday, March 29, 2:00 – 3:00 Room 110 A&B.
9. The school advisor and/or an officer must pick up the Spirit of the Community entry after the MOSA business meeting.
